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This is a run of about 5 and a half hours of driving time.  With some of the stops to make along the way, it would be a full day’s ride.

Leave Hamburg on RT62 southbound, then RT 241 into Randolph, NY.  The area going into Randolph is Amish country so be wary of buggies on the roads and of the Amish ‘exhaust’.  Hittin’ a pile of horse manure in a corner can be an eye opening experience.  Take Rt 394 east from Randolph thru Steamburg and Follow 394 along the west side of the Kinzua Resevoir.  

Onoville would likely be a place to think about lunch if the timing is right.  There is a restaurant across from the marina.  (Other places to consider for lunch would be In Warren, or at the Kinzua Marina Across the bridge from the dam.) Continue southward into PA and through Scandia and on down to Warren PA  where you will hit RT 6 eastbound for a short ways, then Rt 59 which winds along the river as you gently climb to the Kinzua Dam.  There is a visitor’s center with restrooms.  After leaving the Dam turn right onto longhouse road, take the first right and explore Jakes Rocks overview for a bit.  After coming back out of Jake’s rocks continue south on Longhouse road until it joins PA Rt 321, turn left and follow this back up to Rt 59.  Right turn onto Rt 59 then shortly turn left again onto Rt 321.  This road changes number and name but just keep going north along the reservoir.  There will be a stop sign where you turn left, just up from there is a small dam on the left with a parking lot which is a good place to take a short break.  Continue north until you get to I86.  

Go west for 1 exit, then go west on RT 394 back towards Randolph,  Before getting to Randolph turn right onto RT242.  Follow 242 through Little Valley, to Ellicotville, You can look at your time here, if it is getting late you can take RT 219 northward back to Hamburg or you can continue on RT 242 through Ashford.  In Machias  Take RT16 north to the village of Holland, a right turn here toward Colden on Rt 396, Straight through Colden to Boston,  and RT391 back to Hamburg.
