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This route takes you to Letchworth State Park.  It is about 3 and a half hours Driving but you can easily spend 3 or 4 hours poking around in the state park so it would make a nice day trip.

Leave Hamburg on Rt 391 and 219 to Springville.  Take RT 39 eastward until you see signs to turn into Letchworth State Park.  Entrance fees are collected.  Do what you want in the park, exiting the north end where you can go right into Mount Morris or left where you would rejoin Rt 39.  At Avon take RT 20 west.  At some point you will want to drop south onto Rt 20A.  Either taking RT 19 or RT 98 to get you there.  Take Rt 20A west back to hamburg.
